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A full time course load at DHBW is 30 ECTS credits with a minimum load of 24 ECTS. Most
courses are worth 2, 4, 5, or 6 ECTS. A German language class is available for visiting students
worth 6 ECTS. DHBW also offers a orientation including German language worth 5 ECTS in the
Fall and 3 ECTS in the Spring (the course isn’t offered every spring semester). ECTS credits are
normally converted on a 2:1 ratio. Some standard conversions are listed below:

1ECTS= .5 Appalachian credits
2 ECTS = 1 Appalachian credit

3 ECTS = 1.5 Appalachian credits
4 ECTS = 2 Appalachian credits

5to 6 ECTS= 3 Appalachian credits
7to 8 ECTS= 4 Appalachian credits
9to 10 ECTS = 5 Appalachian credits

12 ECTS = 6 Appalachian credits
15 ECTS = 8 Appalachian credits
20 ECTS = 10 Appalachian credits
24 ECTS = 12 Appalachian credits
30ECTS = 15 Appalachian credits
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Credit and Grade Conversions are subject to review on an annual basis. Appalachian
major/minor/general education credit will be awarded for all courses completed on this program
with prior approval of the relevant department. This approval is obtained by completing the Course
Approval Form with their academic advisor(s) and Department Chair, available from the student’s
online application. Students are urged to work closely with academic advisors and education
abroad staff to plan a course of study allowing for progress toward their degree.
